NICHOLAS E. LIDDICOAT & MARY ANN MAY

NICHOLAS E. LIDDICOAT  [1811-1883] was born to John Liddicoat & Anne Granvill Oliver in Mevagissey, Cornwall, England, 6th in a family of 10 children. 

After 3 years of service in the British Navy [1832-1835], he returned to Gorran Haven to take up farming in the manner of his father.

In September of 1848, he married May Ann May [1823-1908] daughter of John & Elizabeth May. During the 1850’s, they moved to Mawgan Parish, then to Perranzabuloe Parish.

   Jane Stephens died sometime before 1861.

   The sons seem to have not taken up mining until their arrival in the United 
   States. All were listed as “Farm laborers” in the census records.

   The first of the sons came to the United States in 1872/1873. By the time 
   of Nicholas’ death 10 years later only 2 of the 9 remained in Cornwall – 
   Joseph Maunder [17-1/2] and James [16].

   Nicholas died May 30, 1883, in Perranporth, Cornwall and two years later   
   –1885 – Mary Ann left Cornwall for the United States accompanied by her  
   2 remaining sons as well as grandchildren Edwin May, Jr. & Jane Stephens 
               whose mother had died in Colorado.

Mary Ann lived with her children until her death on January 11, 1908, aged 84. She is buried in a marked grave in the Odd Fellows Cemetery in
Fiddletown, CA.

A Brief Biography of

JOHN CHRISTIAN ANDREASON 

John (Jens) Christian Andreason [1828-1922], son of John Wigel Andreasen & Ane (Anna) Jensdatter, was born in Fredrikshavn, Denmark, the youngest of 3 children.

Jens was only 12 years old when heavy winds capsized the family fishing boat in the North Sea. Both his father & older brother were drowned and he was found clinging to the overturned vessel when rescued nearly an hour later. Left with a widowed older sister & mother to support, he continued to fish for a time, then joined the merchant marine.

Pulled by the lure of the Gold Rush and pushed by possible conscription into the Danish army, he chose to immigrate to the U.S., reaching California in 1851. 

He mined for a time on the Yuba River and in the Shenandoah Valley, then went into a sawmill partnership with Horace Wilson near Lockwood Station.
Around 1875/76 he filed a mining claim near Indian Diggins, then chose to
homestead 140 acres. The need for money to “prove up” on his homestead led him to Sacramento to work as a cabinetmaker for Southern Pacific Railroad. It was at the boarding house where he stayed that he met fellow Dane, Laurentine Jensen.

They were married August 15, 1877 in Sacramento, California, two weeks after their first meeting.

Mining and timber were the sources of the family’s income along with farming. John continued to acquire land until the ranch reached its present size of 340 acres which is currently owned by grandson John Christian
Andreason.

Age forced John & Tina to leave their beloved home to live with their children. John died in March 1922; Tina survived him by 15 years. Both are buried in the family cemetery at the Homeplace above Fiddletown near their two infant sons.

A Brief Biography of

LAURENTINE HANSINE JENSEN

Laurentine “Tina” [or “Tine”as her brother called her] was born August 10, 1845 in Simmerbolle, Langeland, Denmark, 5th in a family of 12 children.
She was the daughter of Jens Alexander Hansen & Hansine Hansdatter.

After completing her education at age 12, she hired out to do housework and
farm chores for other families as was the normal pattern for young girls in
Denmark. She later earned a reputation as an excellent brewer.

She came to the U.S. in 1868 seeking her fiance who had immigrated earlier. When his letters ceased, she followed him to Minnesota to learn the reason.
A brief visit was followed by a breaking of their engagement & his marriage to another girl. 

She came overland to California to live with the Nissen family, cousins living in the Livermore area; they helped her secure a position in Pleasanton. Later she moved to Sacramento where, working as a chambermaid, she met her future husband.

Tina died in Stockton on November 22, 1937 at aged 92 while living with 
her daughter Rosa Burrowes.

Laurentine was not the only member of her family to immigrate to the U.S.

Her brother Christian Ferdinand came in 1881 with his wife Louisa Larsen, first to Minnesota then settling in Seattle where they raised 3 children: Dagmar, Henry and Joseph. His only remaining descendant is Eleanor Jensen Huff of Dundee, OR [age 85], daughter of Joseph & Estelle Butterfield Jensen.

Sister Christine came to Michigan and later moved to Phoenix, Arizona, where she died of tuberculosis in July 1924. She is buried in Greenwood Memory Lawn Cemetery in Phoenix, AZ beside her husband Rasmus Mathison and only child George James Mathison. There are no descendants.

A niece Jensine also came to Michigan, eventually moving to Memphis, Tennesse. She married Nels Boisen and raised a large family.
